Endoron Medical offers a solution to the weaknesses present in current AAA treatment options. AAA is a focal enlargement of the abdominal aorta, which can lead to aortic aneurysm rupture, potentially leading to death in a few hours. Early, prophylactic treatment is essential, and the two leading treatments available have major limitations. Open surgery is a durable, life-long solution, but it can only be performed on low-risk patients (22%). The alternative, EVAR (78%), is minimally invasive and has lower immediate risks, but it is a much shorter-term solution. EVAR patients need constant monitoring via CT scans, which exposes the patient to radiation, and when issues arise, the patient requires further interventions that raise costs, add risk, and reduce long-term survival rates.

Endoron Medical aims to provide AAA patients undergoing Endovascular Aneurysm Repair (EVAR) with a sealing and fixation solution for their endograft that mimics the reliable hand-sewn suturing technique used in open surgery. This evenly distributes staples around the circumference of the aorta, creating a leak and migration-free anastomosis. Ultimately, this leads to sac regression and a reduced risk of aneurysm rupture. The company plans to develop a line of sealing devices for diseases along the aorta, starting with two systems that will provide a solution to the lack of durability of EVAR and its complications.

Endoron’s main investors are Sofinnova Partners. Recently, the company won the lucrative EIC grant of 2.5M Euros, has begun FIH studies in Europe, and received FDA approval for an Early Feasibility Study. The company is currently raising its series A with the aim of completing the safety study and gaining IDE approval for a pivotal study.
