Theranica develops and markets digitally connected medical devices for treating idiopathic pain diseases. 

The company’s first product, Nerivio, is a wearable bioband for acute and preventive treatment of migraine. It is indicated by FDA and CE for use in patients at the age of 12 and above. 
Nerivio is available in the USA since 2020, and is prescribed regularly in the major headache clinics across the country. It is expected to be launched in India, Germany and China later this year (2023). 
the company is backed by VCs, and has raised $85M since its establishment in 2016. 
Theranica has 30 employees in Israel and 20 in its fully-owned subsidiary in the US. 

The technology, called Remote Electrical Neuromodulation (REN) is based on applying an external (non-invasive) electrical stimulus designed to trigger a central neuro system descending inhibition pain mechanism called Conditioned Pain Mechanism (CPM). This mechanism, found to be deficient among patients suffering from certain neurological disorders, can be triggered by strong, sub-painful conditioning stimulus. 
The company works closely with health insurance companies in the US to get insurance coverage for Nerivio. As of today, Nerivio is covered by the Veterans Affairs, and a few commercial health insurance companies.
